How do I print out a list of persons with injuries, by ICD-9 code, treated at the health clinic in a defined period of time?
*Print-outs from RPMS may contain some text in bolded, dark green, larger font.  This is to indicate one potential way of choosing an option for this type of report.

To print a list of patients from the community, with their injuries and related data that have been seen in a defined period of time you can use the Visit General Retrieval (VGEN) in RPMS.  From almost any menu in RPMS you can type ^VGEN and press enter to go straight to the VGEN Report.  Once there you will need to choose a Selection Criteria.  The options below are the choices given.  To search all visits just choose the default.  If you would like to narrow your search to a specific predefined group of patients or a predefined group of visits, choose the appropriate selection.
