FY12 Oral Health Promotion/ Disease Prevention Mini Awards for Oral Health

To encourage well planned health promotion/disease prevention (HP/DP) activities for oral health, the Nashville Area Dental Support Center (DSC) will award up to $1,500 per fiscal year per tribe for oral HP/DP projects. These non-competitive applications may be submitted from October 11, 2011 to December 31, 2011. United South and Eastern Tribes, Inc. Tribal Health Program Support staff will review and approve the applications. After approval, USET will notify the applicant of the results of the review with comments. Funds will be disbursed from USET for Tribal programs beginning January 13, 2012.  Applications from direct care programs will be approved by the USET Dental Support Center and sent to IHS finance for processing.  Continuation of previously funded mini-award projects is acceptable. 
Applications must follow the Problem, Objective, Activities, Resources, Evaluation (POARE) format and must contain:

1) Background information and a statement of need (Problem)

2) Specific, measurable, realistic objectives (Objectives)

3) Proven interventions or activities with a reasonable expectation of success (Activities)

4) Budget expenses and other resources. This should include items to be purchased and justification for each, as well as in-kind services.  (Resources)

5) A description of program evaluation. Evaluation may be quantitative or qualitative and may measure progress toward program completion (process evaluation) or changes in heath status, knowledge, behaviors, or attitudes (outcome evaluation)

Applications may be 1-2 pages and SHOULD NOT exceed 10 pages in length. Appendices including letters of support and resumes of key personnel will be accepted but are not required. A brief statement of program evaluation is REQUIRED within 12 months of program award. Any recipient who does not submit an evaluation will not be eligible for an award for 12 months. Applications may be sent by hard copy or email. 

All applications MUST:
1) Include a title page including project name, application date, and contact information
2) Be in the POARE format

Awards will be made each fiscal year, pending the availability of funds. The DSC will provide technical assistance to any program in developing the application and/or planning and evaluating the projects. Funds will be sent from USET to your Tribal Health Department or other Tribal department designated in your application.
